Keith Houston with Crest Cleaners was our guest speaker for October 19, 2010

Keith Houston stated that his goal in his presentation was to make us informed on Amend-
ment 4 that is on the ballot. This Amendment establishes that before a local government may
adopt a new comprehensive land use plan, or amend a comprehensive land use plan, the
proposed plan or amendment shall be subject to vote of the electors of the local government
by referendum, following preparation by the local planning agency,

A local version of Amendment 4 was passed in 2006 in St. Pete Beach that has cost the local
taxpayers over half-a-million dollars in legal fees. When the local voters approved changes to
their comprehensive plan in 2008, Amendment 4 lawyers sued to overturn the election. The
people of St. Pete Beach are still defending their vote in court.

A recent study by the Washington Economics Group shows that Amendment 4 is likely to cost
over 260, 000 jobs and reduce Florida's economic output by more than $ 34 billion per year.
New businesses will find it harder to bring jobs to Florida. Local businesses will find it tougher
and more expensive to grow.

Roadways, hospitals, colleges, VA Hospital, recreational facilities, and schools are included in
the Comprehensive Plan.
